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HWRSD Athletic User Fee Guidelines and Procedures: 
 
It is the policy of the Hamilton-Wenham School District to charge an athletic User Fee to each student-athlete who participates on a High School athletic team. Every User Fee must be collected prior to the beginning of a season unless a waiver or other relief is provided.  All athletic registrations and associated User Fees will be collected on-line, through the Family ID registration portal, during the applicable registration period as established by the Athletic Director. 
 
Scholarship Application:  An application for financial scholarship is available on the Athletic section of the HWRHS website under the “Athletic Guidelines and Forms” link and must be submitted prior to the beginning of a season to the High School Building Principal.  The Principal will evaluate the completed form and will determine if the student-athlete is eligible for a Scholarship.    
 
Athletic Operating Budget:  The approved Operating Budget for FY19 includes funding that covers approximately 75% of the total costs of the High School Athletic Program.  Included in the Operating Budget are funds specifically set aside to provide non-Scholarship related relief to our families and student-athletes.  There are two scenarios that provide the potential for additional User Fee Relief, as follows: 

Scenario 1: Any student-athlete who competes in three sports during the same school year, regardless of level, will be granted full user fee relief for their third sport (i.e. spring).  
 
Scenario 2: Families / guardians that have multiple children that compete on more than three total sports teams per school year (i.e. four and above) will be granted full relief for the fourth and subsequent sports in that school year.  
 

Examples of USER FEE RELIEF Scenarios (not intended to be all-inclusive): 
  

1 Student-athlete who participates in two sports - No Relief 

1 Student-athlete  who participates in three sports - Full Relief – 3rdSport 

2 Student-athletes who participate in three sports combined - No Relief 

2 Student-athletes who participate in four sports combined - Full Relief – 4th Sport ** 

2 Student-athletes who participate in five sports combined - Full Relief – 4th and 5th Sport ** 
 

** When a families’ student-athlete(s) register for their 3rd and 4th sports, during the same season, full 
user fee relief will be given for the sport that costs the least. 
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Refunds:  
 
· Full reimbursement will be provided when a student-athlete withdraws from a sport prior to the first 
day of practice. The first day of practice for each sport can be found on Athletic Section of the 
HWRHS Web Site under "Registration Information. 

· Students-athletes who move out of the District during a season will be eligible for a prorated 
refund.   
 
· Student-athletes who are unable to participate in an activity because of illness or injury (physician's 
statement required) will be eligible to receive a prorated refund. 
 
Examples of situations when a Refund will not be provided:  

· A student-athlete is dismissed from a team due to disciplinary issues. 

· A student-athlete is placed on a sub-varsity team instead of varsity (at any time during the season).  

This situation does not does not constitute the student-athlete being cut from the program. 

· A student-athlete is deemed ineligible to compete because they do not meet MIAA and/or HWRHS 
academic eligibility requirements.  

· A student-athlete withdraws from a team after the first day of practice.
